According to other liberated prisoners from
Kyiv, Thor Steblevskyi was held and tor-
tured in pretrial detention center number
2 in Novozybkiv, Bryansk Oblast, Russia.
His whereabouts are currently unknown.

There
is information that he is not receiving prop-
er medical treatment in the detention cen-
tre, which could lead to disability and the
need for urgent surgery.

Threatening them with weapons,
Russian soldiers pushed the brothers into
an armored personnel carrier, which was
heading to Chernobyl. The Russian military
put black garbage bags over the brothers’
heads, tied their hands behind their backs,
and beat them. After some time, the boys
were taken to the outpost of the Border
Guard Service of the Republic of Belarus
in Narovlya, where they were handed over
to unknown persons. Later, Vladyslav was
taken to an orphanage. After a month of
wandering in Belarus, with the assistance
of representatives of the Red Cross and
volunteers, Vladyslav was able to return
home. Oleksandr’s exact whereabouts are
unknown, but he is probably in Russia, in
one of the correctional institutions of the
Bryansk region.

The National Information
Bureau has confirmed that currently, Ivan
is being held in pretrial detention center
number 2, in Novozybkiv, Bryansk region,
Russia. Former prisoners say that Ivan was
presented as a combatant in order to ex-
change civilian Ukrainians for Russian sol-
diers. Ivan is currently on the list of POWs
to be exchanged.

Oleksandr has appar-
ently been transferred between five deten-
tion centers in Russia and Crimea. His last
known place of detention as of October 28,
2022 was the Kursk Detention Center.

Yaroslav Platonov, 24, was taken prisoner
by the Russian military on March 20, 2022,
while at his workplace at the EcoSpase ho-
tel in the village of Tolokun, Vyshhorod dis-
trict, Kyiv region. The Russian invaders en-
tered the hotel and forcibly took Yaroslav
and two other hotel employees, blindfold-
ing them before leading them off in an un-
known direction. Now, the Red Cross has
confirmed that Yaroslav Platonov is like-
ly to be held in a penitentiary institution in
Russia.

Oleksandr was abducted on
March 28, 2022. The Russian military for-
cibly took Oleksandr from his home and
led him to the local administration, where
15 unmarked Russian soldiers were wait-
ing for him. They treated him aggressively
before taking him in an unknown direction.
The Russian side refuses to recognize Olek-
sandr’s detention. According to journalist
Andriy Sokov, Oleksandr is being held in the
Simferopol pretrial detention center.

Mariano openly attended
pro-Ukrainian rallies in the front rows and
supported the people of Kherson. He was
taken at the gates of his home: two uniden-
tified men in civilian clothes and balacla-
vas hit Mario in the stomach and put him in
a dark blue car with no license plates. For
the locals, this vehicle was familiar—it was
often used to transport abducted civilians.
Madrid has discussed Mariano’s case with
Moscow, but Russia stubbornly refuses to
recognize the detention. According to the
latest information from human rights acti-
vists, Mariano is being held in a pretrial de-
tention center in Simferopol. According to
unofficial reports, currently Mariano is in
pretrial detention center number 1 of the
Rostov region.

It was only in September 2022 that
Mykhailo’s mother learned from a released
prisoner that her son had been taken to Be-
larus, and from there to pretrial detention
center number 2 in Novozybkiv, Bryansk
Oblast. The Red Cross has not confirmed

On March
3, 2022, Russian soldiers raided the house
where journalist Dmytro Khilyuk lived with
his parents, seized their phones and SIM
cards, and checked their social media ac-
counts. After the search, a shell from the
ongoing battle for the village hit Dmytro’s
house. According to local residents, Dmytro
and his father were detained on March 4,
2022. Initially, the men were blindfolded
and held with their hands tied in the factory
in Dymer. Russian forces accused Dmytro
of communicating with the Ukrainian mili-
tary and law enforcement agencies. His
father was later released, but Dmytro re-
mains in captivity, possibly in correctional
colony number 1, Tula Region, Donskoy
city, or in penal colony number 7, Vladimir
Region.

As of June 16, 2023, former prisoners re-
port that Viktor was probably in pretrial de-
tention center number 1 in Simferopol; he
was later transferred to pretrial detention
center number 2.

According to Vladyslav's mother, Inna Dobrovolska, the boys left home to
look at the broken vehicles and did not return. After Inna Dobrovolska's constant appeals to
the Russian military for her son's return, she was told that her son would be returned home
after an interrogation by the FSB. Later, the occupiers let one of the other detained boys go
home, while Vladislav and Roman are still in detention. It is currently known that Vladislav
Dobrovolsky and Roman Yevtushenko are being held in Detention Center No. 2 in Novozib-
kov, Bryansk Oblast, Russia.

The Center for Civil Liberties is a human
rights organization founded in 2007. In 2022,
it received the Nobel Peace Prize. It promotes
reforms in the field of the rule of law, aligning
national legislation in accordance with human
rights standards, documenting war crimes
during the Russian armed aggression,
conducting training on human rights and
demo cracy, monitoring the activities of the
police, courts and local selfgovernment
authorities. The organization actively
participates in international networks and
solidarity actions for the protection of human
rights in the OSCE region.

Prisoners Voice is the initiative The Center for
Civil Liberties. It works for the release of
Ukrainian citizens detained or imprisoned in
connection with Russian aggression, and for the
protection of their basic rights — free dom from
torture, the right to legal protection, medical
assistance, etc. At the first stage, it existed in
the format of the #LetMyPeopleGo campaign
and aimed to inform the interna tional
community about political prisoners in Russia
and its occupied territories. In 2017, it
transformed into a global #SaveOlegSentsov
initiative to free film director Oleg Sentsov and
other Kremlin prisoners. In 2019, after the
return of Oleg Sentsov, the campaign received
its current name #PrisonersVoice.

Since the start of the fullscale Russian invasion
in February 2022, campaign volun teers have
been working to release a new wave of
imprisoned people: POWs, illegally detained
civilians and political prisoners.
